o         Funding for Adult Learning 19+ to be commissioned from 
the Skills Funding Agency, with commissioning being based on 
the national framework of priorities for post 19 learning and the 
regional skills strategy

(a Changing Places 
Weymouth – LDBP have sent letter to Weymouth and Portland 
Borough Council as despite money being granted, no changing 
place is underway as yet.  They hope to commence in 2011. 
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Paul will now bring Alison Taylor’s report about using changing 
places in DCC facilities out of hours to next meeting. 
 

(b)  White House Progress 
Outreach group has started on Mondays at Poundbury but some 
difficulties due to limited staffing 
People going to the White House from Bridport have now started to 
attend some sessions at Bridport Centre. 

 
(c) Transport Project 

Volunteer driver schemes have been seed funded by POPP.  Julie 
Caswell following up to encourage availability for people with a 
learning disability 

 
(d) Arts Co-ordinator update 

Farrell has now adjusted the aims of her projects.  She is focussing 
on sustainability. 
She will be mapping existing art groups in the community and 
looking at ways to make them more accessible.  
Where there are gaps in provision she will seek ways to remedy.  
She is also working on an Arts and Health project.

Wendy use to attend the 
White House, Sherborne 4 days a week.  She lives in Dorchester 
and the day service was not meeting her needs or interesting her.  
She now works on a farm on Mondays and Wednesdays, goes to 
Bridport Centre on Thursdays and to the White House on Fridays. 
Wendy is starting to do more things independently; She can collect 
her medication from Superdrug but has recently experienced some 
difficulty because the beeper on the crossing has been removed 
due to complaints about the noise from nearby residents.  
Suggestions requested to keep Wendy as safe as possible whilst 
out and about in Dorchester.  Ideas were: - 
 

�x Request travel training and training in use of mobile phone 
from Occupational Therapist.  Ros Manning or Karen Wood 
should be able to help 

�x ICE Card Scheme.  Dorset People First can supply the 
cards.  Need to work with the local Community Police 
Officer to involve local shops to support the scheme.  
Wendy, Anne Marie and Tina to follow this up.
